 There were two bids received for the roads work.  AB was the apparent low bidder even though 

slightly over the engineer’s estimate.  The work at the lift station was the most over budget.  Jim Woll 

made a motion to approve the low bid, seconded by Ray Rasinski.  Motion carried. 

There was discussion about the County inspection report for the Fritz Loven bridge. The report 

recommends that the bridge be repaired, removed or replaced.  It was recommended that we ask the 

County to place a traffic counter by the bridge so we can get a better idea how much traffic there is. 

Spring road tour scheduled for Wednesday evening April 20 at 4:00 PM. 

It was recommended that we consider using Roger our Public Utilities person to do the crack sealing, 

based on his prior sealing at another town. 

Chip sealing in conjunction with Crow Wing County is ready to go.
